WHAT CAN I WEAR?
Over recent years the club has reviewed and relaxed its dress code in line with changes to the game generally. However, we ask everyone to wear flat soled shoes at all times. We also ask that members use their common sense!

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The kit comprises a mens shirt, ladies shirt and track suit type jacket (unisex). Typically the shirts will be your usual size but you might find the jackets are big for their size.

2. For internal organised bowling (leagues, club competitions and scheduled roll ups), we ask members to wear white or predominantly white shirts with grey shorts/trousers/skirts.
3. For bowling where you are representing the club in external leagues or friendlies (and for individual county/national competitions), we ask members to wear a club shirt with the appropriate shorts/trousers/skirt as designated by the event.  
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
