INTERBERGA TRIPLES LEAGUE

The League shall be managed entirely by Inkberrow Bowls Club (IBC) and be organised by a member of the IBC committee, the League Secretary. Any participating club within the league may at any time propose or suggest an amendment to the Rules, on the understanding that any changes made to such Rules will only be discussed at the Annual Awards evening of the League. 

RULES
1. Each team will consist of three mixed triples 
2. All games will be played on Tuesdays starting at 6.30pm or at such earlier times as designated or mutually agreed by both teams. A 15 minute start delay will be allowed, All clubs will be allowed to re-arrange one game by mutual agreement during the season provided it is played by the designated Tuesday.
3. If a club plays two teams within the league club members may only play within the team they

    Were originally assigned to. No substitutes from other clubs are permitted.
4. a) Any team turning up either short of players or not fielding a mixed rink will have the 2 points for the none compliant rink and 3 of the 6 points for a win awarded to the opposition, in addition 3 shots will be awarded to the opposition against the  none compliant rink. The 2 points for each of the remaining 2 rinks will be awarded in the normal way,
4b) Should a team forfeit a game then their opponents will be awarded the 12 points for the         match and will also be awarded 5 shots.
4 c ]   In the event of a player being taken ill or being injured during a match a substitute may be used as long as the triple remains mixed the game will continue with the current score. The substitute may not play as skip. If a substitute is not available the score at the last completed end to stand rink points go in full to the opposing rink.
5. Points awarded - 6 for team win, 3 for team draw, 2 for rink win & 1 for rink draw.

6. Matches will consist of 18 ends - no trial ends but maximum score of 1 on each of the first two ends.
7. All matches will be played to the following rules:

a) Correct bowling shoes will be worn at all times.

 b) Dress will be greys with white tops. Club colours are allowed but all members of the team must conform.
 c) Jack improperly delivered -Jack and mat position decided by opposition.      

 d) Jack diverted out of rink - 2 shots to the opposition 

 e) All triples shall be mixed.
f) Both skips shall leave the head together when due to play. No visiting the head
8. Abandoned matches: 
If a match is abandoned before 10 ends due to adverse weather conditions then it may be rearranged; the rearranged match shall be played no later than four weeks from the date of the abandoned match if required at an alternative venue if an agreed date cannot be found the home team will give the away team 3 possible dates or claim the game.
In a match abandoned after 10 ends - scores will be counted from the lowest number of ends played. I.e. if the teams have played e.g. 10, 11, or 13 ends, the scores at ten ends will be counted...
9.The League Secretary to be advised of any and all rearrangements.
10. It is the responsibility of the Home Captain to decide whether the green is fit for use.

11. The Away team shall select the rinks for play from those that are available.
