REDDITCH AND DISTRICT TRIPLES LEAGUE & CUP

RULES

The affairs of the League shall be administered by a committee of four Officers: The Chairman, Vice Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer plus one nominated Representative from each Team in the League.
The Officers of the League shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting, which shall be held in November of each year.
The number of Teams in the League, the number of Divisions and the playing arrangements shall be decided annually at the Annual General Meeting.  Such decisions will form an addendum to these Rules.
[bookmark: _GoBack]All matches will be played to the latest Laws of the Sport - Crystal Mark Fourth Edition, unless otherwise stated in these rules.   
Skips: Both skips shall be at the delivery end before any skips woods are bowled.  There will be no visiting the head at any time
Each Team shall consist of 4 Triples i.e. 12 players.
All games shall be of 18 ends duration.  No Trial Ends but maximum score of one on each of the first two ends. In the event of adverse weather conditions a match may be reduced to a minimum of 11 ends per game (44 Ends).  In the event of less than 11 ends being played a Replay must take place. The SPENCER CUP is played on the basis of TWO Triples at home and TWO away. In the event of less than 11 ends being played at either venue due to adverse weather, a replay of the whole match must take place.
Each Team shall, before the start of the season, submit to the League Secretary a list of registered playing members, together with the League and Cup entrance fee.  Such fee may be altered at the Annual General Meeting.
A registered player may be transferred to another team, provided that such player has not played in the League during that current season and that such transfer has been authorised by the League Secretary in advance.  Such player must be a bona fide member of the Team’s Club to which he/she wishes to transfer.
All League/Cup games should commence no later that 6:15pm.
Matches are to be played on a Monday evening as per the official League Fixture List.  However, by mutual agreement of the opposing League Representatives, matches may be played on an earlier date on or before the end of each half of the season, (if a game is postponed in the first half of the season then it MUST be played before the second half of the season starts.  If the game is called off in the second half of the season it MUST be played before the official end of season.  If teams are knocked out of the Spencer Cup it is suggested that these dates are used.) 
Cup matches to be played on or by specified dates agreed at a League Meeting with the exception of Finals which shall be played on specified dates unless adverse weather conditions apply.
Matches may only be postponed due to adverse weather conditions or rink unavailability due to County Competitions.  Such matches must be played in line with the rule stated above.  The visiting team shall give 3 dates (maximum of 2 in any one week) for the re-arrangement.  The League Secretary must be informed of any such cancellations and of the new agreed date.
The League Match points shall be calculated as follows:-
Winning Triple				-	2 points
Tied Triple					-	1 point each
Losing Triple					-	0 points
Overall Match Winners			-	6 points
Tied Match					-	3 points to each Team
Maximum points available each match	-	14 points
Failure to field a full side will result in 2 points going to the opposing each for each triple short.  In addition 10 (TEN) shots shall be deducted from the offender for each triple short.
11a.	In the event of a team being a player short (or injured during a match) a Pair CANNOT play against a Triple as they would not have the correct number of bowls. BE Rules clearly state that a substitute may be used if available.  Redditch Triples League Results sheets clearly state that teams will be penalised for fielding insufficient players. NEW. Players cannot swap playing positions during a match.
League and Cup Results must be submitted electronically on the Official Results Sheet.  Such Sheets are to include the names of the players taking part in each respective Triple.  These sheets must be submitted to the League Secretary no later than the Thursday following the match.
The League Champions will be the Team with the highest number of points after all games for the season have been completed.  In the event of a tie for Champions or Runner-up, the aggregate shots FOR will be divided by the aggregate shots AGAINST for each team in contention for the position in question, the Team with the higher calculated figure taking the position.  There will be two teams promoted from the second division and two team relegated from the first division at the end of each season.
Fines will be payable to the League as follows:-

Rule 10 (from each team involved)		-	£10.00
Voting at Meetings – ONE VOTE PER TEAM.
DISCIPLINARY COMMITTEE:  To meet as and when required to consider and/or adjudicate on disputes affecting the League/Cup Competitions, including failures of teams to arrange or play matches within allowed periods.  Such Committee; to be convened when required as quickly as possible; to comprise the League Secretary and two Team Representatives whose Teams are not involved in the matter in question.
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
